The speaker was a young woman who moments before had ap-
peared at the door of the Shoebox Place. She looked familiar, 
but healthy -- fresh. She didn’t have the tired, worn appearance 
of the homeless teens and adults who usually pass through the 
door. 
 
“Don’t you remember me?” she asked, and then told me her 
name. 
 
Of course I knew her!  She had quietly turned to Jesus years 
ago and said, “I’ve got my smile back now…I mean a real smile. 
I’m happy on the inside!” 
 
We had also put her onto a plane to Alberta where she had sup-
port to help her get off drugs, which she says saved her life. 
 
I believe we did help her because I also see so many people 
who can’t get the kind of help they need. She did, but we were 
the only people who would help her get to a safe place. It took 
less than $200 to help her the way she needed at th e time.  
 
All of this was made possible by people supporting the ministry 
of Church Army across Canada through prayer, action and fi-
nancial giving. We need help in every area. In Victoria we have 
a cash shortfall and today I am not able to spend money to help 
people as much as seems right. Nationally, Church Army has 
had to make cuts. 
 
I’m not whining, I’m praising God for all the awesome things He 
is doing across Canada – too many things to list. We’ll have 
eternity to enjoy it all! Today we have a short time to pour 
ourselves into sharing the gospel.   
 
Can you imagine the joy we’ll have in eternity when someone 
we’ve never met comes to us and says,

As they experi-
ence healthy, encouraging 
relationships, many choose 
to change their ways, often 
beginning by turning to the 
God and Saviour we repre-
sent.

“I just try to follow how God leads 
us to respond to the people we 
meet — it’s all individual,” says 
Erick Hinton, explaining his ap-
proach to ministry at StreetHope 
since leaving Alberta in 2000. 
 
Motivated by his deep faith in God 
and love for the lost, Erick has 
sustained an active ministry volun-
teering two to four afternoons a 
week by arranging his work 

schedule to suit his outreach 
times. “I wish I could do this all the 
time,” he says. 
 
The homeless he meets usually 
respond positively to Erick’s prai-
rie practicality and conversational 
reference to scriptures. “They 
don’t always like it; sometimes 
they get convicted,” he says with a 
chuckle, knowing it is the Holy 
Spirit who is working in them. 

Besides giving his time, Erick is 
offering to give StreetHope some 
of the proceeds from Abba Phone, 
his internet based phone busi-
ness.  
“That’s part of the reason for start-
ing it, to support StreetHope.”
