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A plea from a former “street kid” 

My name is Amber and I have known Rick 
Sandberg for about 15 years and I have also 
been helped out by the staff/volunteers at the 
“Shoebox” a.k.a. “StreetHope” for about the 
same length of time. I am just going to pour my 
heart out and tell you about why the Shoebox 
needs to run on.  
 

I first started living on the street when I was about 
13-years-old, and I was lost and I honestly didn’t 

care about life. One of the many days on the 
street, I had this guy come up to me and intro-

duced himself to my best friend and me. He asked 
how we were and if we were hungry, and would 

we like to go for coffee. We both got talking to 
Rick and telling him about ourselves, he offered us 

prayer and his card and told us that we can call him anytime.  
 
So that first meeting developed into a “Personal 
Family” relationship. With Rick’s help I am who I 
am today. I am now 29-years-old and have an 
amazing family, husband and 5 kids. Even 
though I am rich with family love and values, we 
are unfortunately low income so I have stayed in 
contact with Rick. He has helped my family out 
with shoe boxes full of food, snacks for my kids, and laundry support. 
 
My husband and I had a baby last 22nd of December of 2008; one of the first people I 
called was Rick. And on a sad and tragic Sunday the 25th of January 2009 our babe 

passed away and we had nowhere to turn to, no 
family or anything. We called Rick and he came 

to be with us in the hospital while we spent a few 
hours with our son just after he passed away. 
Rick felt our pain. When our world was com-

pletely turned upside down, he was our shoulder 
to cry on.   

 
The Shoebox needs to continue on, it needs to stay open so that the many lost souls 
like myself can go there for help, support, food and a change in life.
